Ministerul Apérarii Nationale din Romania si Ministerul Apardrii Nationale din
Republica Lituania, denumite 1n continuare ,Participanti”,

Considerand Organizatia Tratatului Atlanticului de Nord ca un factor de securitate
si stabilitate, i, prin urmare, confirmand vointa comuni de a indeplini obiectivele din
Tratatul Atlanticului de Nord, semnat la Washington, la 4 aprilie 1949,

Recunoscénd ca prevederile Acordului intre statele Parti la Tratatul Atlanticului
de Nord cu privire la statutul fortelor lor (NATO SOF A), incheiat la Londra, la 19 iunie
1951, se vor aplica cooperirii stabilite prin acest Memorandum de Intelegere;

Luand 1n considerare necesitatea de a contribui la dezvoltarea Politicii de
Securitate si Aparare Comune;

Cu scopul de a stabili o noud structuri a relatiilor intre Participanti, in special prin
intarirea cooperdrii si intelegere reciproca,

Au convenit urmatoarele:

Articolul 1
Scop

Scopul acestui Memorandum de Intelegere (MoU) este de a stabili cadrul necesar
pentru cooperarea in domeniul apararii intre Participanti.

Articolul 2
Domenii de cooperare

(1) Participantii vor coopera in urmitoarele domenii:
a) politica de apdrare;

b) instruirea si pregitirea personalului militar si civil;
¢) controlul armamentelor si dezarmare;

d) legislatie militara;

e) sistemul militar financiar si de contabilitate;

f) controlul traficului aerian;

g) topogeodezie si hidrografie militara;

h) istorie si publicatii militare;

i) dezvoltarea comunicatiilor si sistemelor informatice;
j) operatiuni de mentinere a pacii si umanitare;

k) organizarea fortelor armate;




1) aspecte de mediu si controlul poludrii in cadrul instalatiilor militare.

(2) Participantii 1si rezerva dreptul de a coopera si In alte domenii care nu sunt
enumerate in alineatul (1), aflate in competenta lor.

(3) Cooperarea in domeniile convenite de catre Participanti poate fi reglementats
prin Intelegeri si protocoale specifice.

(4) Dacad este necesar, Participantii pot incheia planuri anuale de cooperare pentru
a aplica prevederile acestui MoU.

Articolul 3
Forme de cooperare

(1) Cooperarea intre Participanti va fi realizata prin urmitoarele forme:

a) vizite oficiale §i intdlniri ale delegatiillor conduse de reprezentantii
Participantilor;

b) schimb de experienta la nivel de experti, discutii bilaterale si consultiri asupra
unor probleme comune;

¢) schimb de personal didactic si participare la cursuri, seminarii si simpozioane
organizate de Participanti;

d) participarea cu observatori la exercitii militare;

e) vizite ale navelor §i aeronavelor militare in conformitate cu legislatiile
nationale ale Participantilor;

f) activitati culturale si sportive.

(2) Participantii pot conveni si asupra altor forme de cooperare.

Articolul 4
Aspecte financiare

(1) Fiecare Participant isi va suporta propriile costuri privind activititile ce vor fi
desfasurate conform prevederilor acestui MoU.

(2) Impértirea costurilor pentru delegatiile oficiale conduse de ministrii apararii
sau de sefii statelor majore va fi convenita anterior de cétre Participanti.

(3) Participantul gazda va asigura transportul intern pentru delegatiile oficiale
conduse de ministrii apararii sau de sefii statelor majore ale Participantului care trimite,
de la sosirea pe teritoriul statului Participantului gazda.




Articolul 5
Protectia informatiilor clasificate

Protectia informatiilor militare clasificate va fi asigurati pe baza prevederilor
»Acordului intre Guvernul Roméniei si Guvernul Republicii Lituania privind protectia
informatiilor militare secrete schimbate”, semnat la Bruxelles, la 19 decembrie 2001.

Articolul 6
Statutul prezentului MoU

Prevederile MoU nu sunt in conflict cu legislatiile nationale ale Participantilor sau
cu dreptul international. In cazul aparitiei unor asemenea conflicte, vor fi ingtiintate
autoritatile interesate si se vor initia consultiri in vederea rezolvirii acestora.

Articolul 7
Solutionarea diferendelor

Eventualele diferende determinate de interpretarea si aplicarea acestui MoU, vor
fi solutionate de Participanti prin negocieri.

Articolul 8
Prevederi finale

(1) Prezentul MoU va intra in vigoare la data cand Participantul lituanian primeste
notificarea Participantului romén cu privire la indeplinirea procedurilor legale interne
necesare pentru intrarea acestuia in vigoare.

(2) Prezentul MoU poate fi amendat oricAnd, in scris, cu consimtdmantul
Participantilor. Intrarea in vigoare a amendamentelor se va face in conformitate cu
prevederile alineatului (1) al prezentului articol.

(3) Prezentul MoU este incheiat pe o perioadd nedeterminati de timp. Oricare
Participant poate notifica, in s¢ris, despre intentia de a-1 denunta. Denuntarea va produce
efecte la 6 luni de la data primirii notificarii.

(4) In cazul in care la data denuntarii sau iesirii din vigoare, existd aspecte
financiare sau pretentii nerezolvate, prevederile acestui MoU referitoare la acestea vor fi
aplicabile pana la solutionarea definitiva.

(5) La data intrérii in vigoare a acestui MoU ,,Acordul intre Ministerul Apararii
Nationale din Romania si Ministerul Apérarii Nationale din Republica Lituania privind
cooperarea in domeniul militar”, semnat la Bucuresti, la 19 octombrie 1998, isi va inceta
valabilitatea.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE
OF ROMANIA

AND

THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE
OF THE REPUBLIC OF LITHUANIA

CONCERNING

DEFENCE COOPERATION




The Ministry of National Defence of Romania and the Ministry of National
Defence of the Republic of Lithuania, hereinafter referred to as the “Participants”,

considering the North Atlantic Treaty Organization as a factor of security and
stability, and therefore confirming their common will to achieve the objectives laid
down in the North Atlantic Treaty, signed in Washington D.C. on 4 April 1949,

recognizing that the provisions of the Agreement between the Parties to the North
Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status of their Forces (NATO SOFA), done in London, on
19 June 1951, will apply to, the co-operation established by this Memorandum of
Understanding,

having regard the need to contribute to the development of the Common Security
and Defence Policy,

aiming to establish new structure of relations between the Participants, particularly
through the strengthening co-operation and mutual understanding,

have agreed the following:

Article 1
Purpose

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) is to establish a
framework for co-operation in the defence field between the Participants.

Article 2
Fields of co-operation

(1) The Participants will co-operate in the following fields:
a) defence policy;
b) training and education of the military and civilian personnel;
¢) arms control and disarmament;
d) military legislation;
e¢) military financial and accounting system;
f) air traffic control;
g) military topogeodesy and hydrography;
h) military history and publications;
1) development of communications and information systems;
j) peacekeeping and humanitarian operations;
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k) armed forces organi'sation;‘
1) environmental issues and pollution control within military installations.

(2) The Participants reserve the right to co-operate in other fields that are not listed
in paragraph (1) of this Article and falling within the competence of the Participants.

(3) The co-operation in the other fields agreed by the Participants may be regulated
by arrangements and specific protocols.

(4) If necessary, the Participants may conclude annual cooperation plans in order to
implement the provisions of this MoU.

Article 3
Forms of co-operation

(1) The co-operation between the Participants will be accomplished in the
following forms:

a) official visits and meetings of delegations headed by representatlves of the

Participants;

b) exchange of experience on expert level, bilateral talks and consultations on

common issues;

¢) exchange of lecturers and attendance to courses, seminars and symposiums

organised by the Participants;

d) participation with observers in military exercises;

e) visits of warships and military aircraft in conforrmty with national law of the

Participants;

f) cultural and sport act1v1t1es

(2) The Participants may agree on other co-operation forms.

Article 4
Financial aspects

(1) Each Participant shall bear its own expenses concerning the activities to be
performed according to the provisions of this MoU.

(2) The cost sharing for official delegations led by ministers of defence or chiefs of
defence will be agreed by Participants in advance.




(3) The host Participant shall provide for domestic transportation for official
delegations led by the ministers of defence or chiefs of defence of the sending
Participant upon their arrival on the territory of the state of the host Participant.

Article 5
Protection of Classified Information

The protection of military classified information will be ensured based on the
provisions of the “Agreement between the Government of Romania and the Government
of the Republic of Lithuania on the protection of exchanged classified military
information”, signed in Brussels, on 19" of December 2001.

Article 6
Status of this MoU

The provisions of the MoU do not intend to conflict with the national law of the
Participants, or with the international law. If conflicts arise the interested authorities will
be notified and consultations will be started with the aim to settle such conflicts.

Article 7
Settlement of Disputes

Disputes arising on the interpretation and implementation of this MoU will be
solved by the Participants via negotiations.

Article 8
Final Provisions

(1) This MoU will enter into force on the date when the Lithuanian Participant
receives the notification of the Romanian Participant on the fulfillment of the internal
legal procedures necessary for its entry into force.

(2) This MoU may be amended any time, in written form, with the consent of the
Participants. The entering into force of the amendments will be done according to the
provisions from paragraph (1) of this Article.




(3) This MoU is concluded for an indefinite period of time. Either Participant may
notify, in written form, about its intention to denounce it. The denunciation will enter
into force 6 months after the receiving of the notification.

(4) If on the date of termination, there are unresolved financial aspects or claims,
the related provisions of this MoU will remain in force until their final settlement.

(5) On the date of the entry into force of this MoU, the “Agreement between the
Ministry of Defence of Romania and the Ministry of National Defence of the Republic
of Lithuania on the co-operation in the military field”, signed in Bucharest, on 19th
October 1998, will cease its validity.

Signed in Bucharest, on 12" June 2000 and in Vilnius, on o4 of Aupurt 200, in
two original copies, each one in Romanian, Lithuanian and English languages, all texts
being equally authentic. In case of differences of interpretation, the English text will
prevail.
